REVITALISATION OF HOLBROOK MEMORIAL HALL. Phases 1 & 2 of the 
work on the internal refurbishment, which were funded by BIFFA, are complete. 
THE NEW FLOOR FOR THE MAIN HALL HAS NOW ALSO BEEN 
COMPLETED. We have been successful in obtaining a grant of £3,500 from 
Leicester City Council, Knighton Ward towards the overall cost of the floor of 
about £13000.

THE REVD RICHARD WRITES I am curtailing my comments this Sunday 
because of the importance of the Disasters Emergency Committee Appeal for 
Gaza, and also of the dates concerning Knighton remembers World War I. 
 

DISASTERS EMERGENCY COMMITTEE APPEAL FOR GAZA. (Christian Aid 
is a member of the Committee.) The escalation in the conflict between Israel 
and Hamas has caused the humanitarian situation in Gaza to reach crisis 
point. Hundreds of thousands of people have fled their homes and are in 
desperate need of food, water and shelter. All 1.8 million people living in 
Gaza are without adequate access to medical care because the health 
system is on the brink of collapse. Safe water is limited, with 1.4 million 
Gazans with no or very limited access to water sanitation. 65,000 people 
have seen their homes damaged or destroyed and 24 hospitals and clinics 
have also been damaged. DEC members, made up of some of the UK’s 
leading aid agencies, are supplying clean water, food and household items, 
emergency shelter and medical supplies. They are also helping children and 
other vulnerable people to cope with the psychological effects of the 
conflict. But they urgently need your help because the humanitarian need is 
so great. That is why we have launched the DEC Gaza Crisis Appeal. Just 
£25 can buy 150 bandages for the injured. £50 can feed five families for a 
day and £100 can provide an emergency shelter kit and blankets for one 
family. There are Christian Aid envelopes available in Church. Please gift aid 
if possible.

Thiepval Memorial to the Missing. Opened on 31 July 1932 by the Prince of Wales, the 
Thiepval Memorial was and remains the largest British war memorial in the world. It 
contains the names of 72,195 British and South African men who have no known grave 
and who fell at the Somme between July 1916 and 20 March 1918. 150ft high and 
dominating the surrounding area, the memorial was designed by Sir Edwin Lutyens. 
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
