bud. The other building issue is that two areas of flooring have become
weak and potentially unsafe — you may have seen the ‘hazard’ tape in
the chancel area but there is also an area in the vestry that needs
attention.

We are now launching our ‘A Brighter Building’ Appeal for £20,000,
so that we can carry out these essential works.

Raising this amount will certainly be a challenge for us, but I am
confident that
