Lent and Holy Week at St Mary’s and St Guthlac’s

As Easter is early this year, so we start Lent much earlier than we are
used to. As we move through the weeks leading up to the great
celebration of the Resurrection there are a number of opportunities in
the benefice to reflect on our faith and prepare:

Ash Wednesday reflective Communion service — Wednesday 14"
February, 7.30pm, at St Mary’s. This year the emphasis of our service
will be on quiet reflection on the past but also on how we can turn
towards more hopeful living. There will be worship, music to listen to,
prayers and readings in a simple and relaxed combination, with an
opportunity for being marked on the forehead with ashes (‘ashing’) if
you would like this, as well as sharing Holy Communion together.
Everyone welcome.

Lent Study Group — every Wednesday morning, from 10.30am to 12
noon, in the ‘Warm & Welcome Room’ (the Cottage Room) at the
Parish Centre, on the corner of Brinsmead Road and Church Lane.
Rev’d Cecilia will be leading us in looking at ‘A Letter for Lent’ — group
discussions with a focus on St Paul's Letter to the Colossians.
Meetings begin on Wednesday 215t February up to and including
27t March. Everyone welcome, even if you can’t make every week.
There’'ll also be tea, coffee and refreshments each week.

Palm Sunday this year is 24" March — at St Mary’s there will be a
Sung Eucharist and at St Guthlac’s Morning Prayer.

Wednesday of Holy Week, 27" March, will be marked with a service
of Choral Evensong at St Guthlac’s. at 7.30pm.

On Maundy Thursday, 28" March, we will remember the Last Supper
of Jesus, and the events that followed that evening before his
execution, in a special service at St Guthlac’'s. We will share
Communion within a service of prayers, readings and music. Everyone
welcome from both churches (or neither!).



Good Friday is 29" March, and begins with a service for All Ages at
St Guthlac’s, at 10.30am. In the afternoon, beginning at 2pm, there will
be a service of Meditations at the Cross, at St Mary’s, including hymns,
readings, quietness and reflections on the crucifixion, leading up to the
hour of Jesus’s death at 3pm.

Easter Sunday, 31t March is celebrated at both churches with a
Sung Eucharist at 10.30am.
